Completed certificates (after dog has been registered) are to be shown to instructor. A 6 ft. leather leash is recommended and will be available for purchase at the first class for $15. Instruction focuses on a happy, relaxed atmosphere, where the puppy is socialized and introduced to basic obedience skills. Puppy is taught to come when called, sit, down, stand and walk on a loose lead. Common puppy problems are discussed.  *Puppies born between May 2, 2011 – June 27, 2011 eligible; for dogs born before May 2, 2011 please apply for Level 1
Obedience Level 1

This class is for dogs older than 20 weeks who have completed puppy class or dogs with no previous obedience training. 

This class focuses on teaching and improving your dog’s basic training, such as come, loose leash walking, sit, down, stand, stay, and heel. Instructors are available for help with individual problems. A 6 ft. leather leash is included if one was not received in puppy class.

Obedience Level 2

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Obedience Level 1 and instructor recommendation. This class builds further on your dog’s basic obedience skills. Work on proofing stays, recalls, heeling and other exercises. Distraction training will help you gain greater control with your dog.

COMPETITIVE OBEDIENCE

Novice

Prerequisite: Successful completion of Obedience Level 2 and instructor recommendation. Dogs must have good on-lead control. 

Formal Companion Dog title precision exercises are taught: recall, sit, down and stand stays, the figure eight exercise plus introduction to off lead heeling.

Open

Prerequisite: Handler must have Trial or Match experience. Dog must be at least 1-yr of age on the first night of classes. 

Training includes retrieve on the flat and over the high jump, drop on recall, out of sight stays, off-lead heeling, broad jump and off-lead figure eight exercises.

Utility

Prerequisite: Dog must have excellent Open skills and handler must have Trial experience. Dog must be at least 1-yr of age on the first night of classes. 

Utility is for the seasoned obedience dog. Training includes directed jumping, seek-back exercise, the moving stand, signal exercises and scent discrimination.
